Plantago hakusanensis community at the alpine-zone on Mt. Hakusan having been
influenced by the human impact, we can find sub-communities lacking Primura cunei-
Jolia subsp. hakusanensis, Gentiana nipponica, Carex blepharicarpa and Fauria crista-galli
as the characteristic species of Faurio-Caricetum blepharicarpae and sharply decreasing
the individual of Plantago hakusanensis as the dominant of this community.
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
